The Odyssey is a monomyth The different stages and archetypes that help develop the
plot of the story. There are many stages in monomyths to help organize the text, there are
also archetypes like the herald or ally, working with the stages
The archetypes in The Odyssey are represenied by their role in the different siages,
the hero fransformed to show that everyone has room to grow spirstually, mentally, and
physically, even heroes, On page 114 it tells us that Poseidon is the shadow.

The stages and archeiypes
work together to help define each one
The Odyssey and Ramayana: Divine Loophole differ from each other by lots of
ways, yet have stuff in common. In the Odyssey the stages jump around in different
orders while Ramayana-Divine Loophols goes in an orderly order. The Odysseys stages
dont go m order it could go like stage 1, then stage 4, then back to stage 2. Odysseus and
Rama respond differently to situattons. Though they both transformed by the end of the
story, at first Rama was an inexpenenced warrior and impatient, while Odysseus was
cunming and boastiul, they both in the end grew mentally. Even though The Odyssey and
Ramayana:Divine Loophole are the same genre, authors can choose to organize the story
differently, but have great stories,

This book diverges from the expectations in a good way, its okay not to always go by the
rules when writing a monomyth, by diverging from the expectations it creates new
problems, stages, and characters
