MINUTES
ASHE COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION
December 2, 2013

The December meeting was held at the Board of Education annex as scheduled with all members
present. Superintendent Holden called the meeting to order and welcomed those in attendance.

Policy 2200, Election of Officers/Organization of Board, requires that the Board of Education hold an
organizational meeting at the first meeting in December of each year at which time a chairman and
vice chairman are elected. Following opening remarks by Superintendent Holden, the floor was
opened for nominations for chairman. Mr. Jones nominated Charles King followed by a second from
Dr. Beckworth. Unanimous approval was given to Mr. King continuing to serve as chairman.
Superintendent Holden relinquished the meeting to Chairman King who opened the floor for
nominations for vice chairman. Mr. Williams nominated C.B. Jones to continue as vice chairman
followed by a second by Mrs. Jones. Unanimous approval was given to Mr. Jones continuing to serve
as vice chairman. There was no opposition to the Chairman’s suggestion that the Board continue
meeting on the first Monday night of each month (unless altered by a holiday) at 7:00 pm in the
annex.

The Pledge of Allegiance was lead by the Chairman.
The Board gave unanimous approval to the agenda for the meeting.
