Understand why secession occurred and analyze the Civil War and its impact on NC/US. 
Analyze Reconstruction along with its impacts on NC/US.
Evaluate the impact of political, economic, social, and technological changes in life in NC during the 19th Century.

Evaluate the impact of the Great Depression and the New Deal.

Explore examples of and opportunities for active citizenship, past and present, at the local and state levels.
